Rules and Regulations  

 
General Rules  

1) Limited Team places. First come, first 
served. 

2) Open to Students and Staff at UWE  
3) Participants can only enter a 

maximum of 2 events throughout the 
challenge (this does not include the 
final team challenge)  

4) The whole team will consist of: 
∗ Minimum 23 members 
∗ Maximum 46 members 

5) We will encourage teams to have an  
even split of males and females 
however you must have a minimum of 
25% of one gender  

6) Team sheets must be fully completed 
and handed in by Wednesday 
February 7th 2007 before 6pm to 
Centre for Sport Reception 

7) Cost: £1 per person, per event.  
8) Pay on day of event at registration 

desk  
9) Various methods will be used to 

ensure that no cheating occurs during 
events. Anyone caught doing so will 
incur penalties for their team and will 
face suspension from the challenge.  

10) As this is a team event players who 
are not competing are encouraged to 
come and support their fellow team 
mates  

 
Event Rules  

1) Participants must arrive 15 minutes 
before their event for payment and 
registration  

2) Participants must be suitably dressed 
to compete in their event i.e. sports 
trainers/shorts/tracksuit bottoms and t-
shits (you may wish to organise team 
t-shirts)   

 

3) Any event that requires a team of 7-8 
members must have a minimum of 3 
males or 3 females  

4) The final team challenge must have 10 
players from each team that have 
already competed (with a minimum of 
4 members from one gender i.e. 4 
males:6 females or 4 females:6 males) 

 
Scoring Rules 

1) The scoring system will be 
administered by the Centre for sport 
and UWESU staff  

2) At the end of each event 
participants/team will be ordered in 
positions and graded on the following 
system (15 Teams):
